Background

w Endoscopic ultrasound-guided fine needle aspiration (EUS-FNA ) of solid pancreatic lesions
with rapid on site evaluation (ROSE) by cytopathologist has been the current gold standard

w Immunohistochemistry (IHC) iIs a crucial ancillary study that aids definitive diagnosis In
malignancy, therapeutic decision and In predicting prognosis outcome
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Disadvantages

Need for an experienced esite cytopathologist

Equivocal orsite diagnosis augmented by eblbck analysis
Need for extra time from cytopathologist
Relies solely on morphology
Limited utility of iImmunohistochemistry

Extended procedure time
